You're listening to think right revised episode 70. Hey there, and welcome to think right revise a podcast that offers a peek behind the scenes of a productive writing life. I'm your host. Dr. Katie Linder on this episode. I thought I would talk a little bit about how to document your writing on a CV.

And this is something that I think we don't talk about enough and definitely as you go throughout your career how you talk about your writing on your CV will shift and change as you do more writing and have different kinds of writing products that you're telling people about that you've completed.

So I thought I would talk a little bit about um, how I'm currently doing this on my CV because there's a few different levels of how I'm representing the writing and also talked about like when you're first getting started how you might want to think about this. So, um, I'm going to link to my CV in the show notes, so you can see it at this point in my career.

It is a just hitting about 20 pages. So, um It's relatively long but that's I think standard for someone who's mid-career and I know people who have TVs that are a lot longer than mine. Um, but basically what I include on there when it comes to my writing, um is a few different things. So the first thing that I have on my CV is kind of my positions my um professional experience and in a lot of my positions, I have like a bulleted list of accomplishments where I break down what I was able to do in that position in a given Year and that is the first place where you might see some of my writing show up because in some of my positions writing and Publishing has been kind of a requirement of that position.

So I would say like I I worked on two edited collections or I published three research reports or something like that. So you would see kind of a high-level summary of where some of that writing is happening. Then I have um at kind of. Equal levels to that professional, um accomplishment section. I have a section on grants where I break down all of the different funding that I've been a part of bringing in um through my positions.

So that's where you might also see some of my writing accomplishments related to that and I do always indicate if I was a lead writer on a grant or if I was a pi on a grant just to kind of clarify that for people. Because sometimes I write grants that then get handed off to other people. So I want that writing accomplishment to still be on my CV even if I was just the lead writer.

Then I have a whole section on Publications. And this is where I break it down into subcategories. And if you want to see this go ahead and click on the link in the show notes. So the I try to order this kind of roughly by um what I think kind of the impact is of these different things, but some of it's a little bit hard to tell because I have some kind of strange things.

They're my publication section. So the first thing that's under there is books. Um, and in that section I get full citations for all of my books. I follow that with edited collections. And then I also edit a book series. So the book series that I edit is under there as well with its own category of being a book series and then because I do some editing work with some I'd have two different white paper series that I'm involved with editing.

So those are both listed on my CV as white paper series. And then I have a whole section for my peer-reviewed articles and full citations for each of those that's followed by my book chapters. Um, and then I start to include things like research reports which are things that I'm currently working on and Publishing through my Research Unit at Oregon State eCampus, and these are not peer-reviewed so I have them in their own kind of section and category.

And then I also have another section and category for briefs and white papers, which are things that sometimes we write as kind of smaller ways of getting the executive summaries out of some of the research that we do and these are published through various different organizations. Sometimes they're published on our own website.

And then I have a section on book reviews, which I don't write a ton anymore. But um, I have, you know, five or six that I've done over the years and then um the most recent thing I've added which is a little bit. Strange, but I felt like it was needed was a section that I'm calling research tools.

And um that is where I'm including things like soda by Design which is the course. I created to help people design and Implement scholarship of teaching and learning research projects and then also, um through my work with Oregon State eCampus, we've created an online advocacy research database that we maintain and I put that in the research tools section as well.

So people can go and check out that on the website. A couple of other sections I have in my CV that I think are somewhat related to writing is I do have a section now on webinars because this is a way that I often disseminate some of the work that we do in the Research Unit. And then also I've done my nine-part webinar series on writing and publication.

So I think it's important that people see that I'm talkin about it at a meta level. But also I'm disseminating my work through these different. Um. Mediums and then of course, I have a section on conference presentations where you can see how I've been Distributing particularly the research from eCampus through various different conferences that I attend throughout the year.

The last place you're going to see some of the writing show up on my CV is in my professional affiliation section. And this is toward the very end of the document and this is where I list when I'm on like editorial boards or um, I work with a journalist there associate editor. So you also going to see kind of some writing service.

Um, that's going to show up in that area as well. So one of the things I think that's really interesting when you look at a more mature CV is you will actually see writing embedded in a lot of places other than the publication section. And I think this is part of what helps you to tell a larger story of what your academic writing and publication life is looking like as you get later in later into your career.

Now earlier my career. I obviously didn't have all these things. I didn't have all these subsections in my Publications. I didn't have the grant section. Um, I didn't have the webinar section certainly. Um, but I was busy building up the conference presentation section and also some of the position accomplishments as I started working early in my career.

Um, but I think that in the publication section you could easily break this down into other kinds of subcategories. And I was actually just working with someone on this the other day where she is just kind of getting started with peer reviewed publication. And she has a few different peer reviewed Publications, but she also has certain things that are out for review and then she has other things that are um, kind of works in progress where she's kind of getting ready to put them out for review and I actually think that it's useful to put some of that in your CV because people can see a bit of a pipeline of what you're working on.

And as you kind of update your CV over time, you can be moving things through that pipeline, but it's always showing that you have a little bit of something on Deck, um that you're working on and that's I think an interesting thing for people to see. Now the other thing that's kind of interesting is um, I do have a website for Oregon State eCampus where we are also listening these Publications and things that we're working on the white paper series that we have the books that we're working on and the other thing that we list there, but that I've chosen not to list on my CV is things like blog posts.

Um, and part of that is just the my CV is already long enough, um, to be honest without kind of adding in those kind of um, smaller pieces that we work on. I do think it's an important thing to have a record if you are doing quite a bit of that. Um, the other thing I don't include on my CV is my personal blog and I right there every week.

Um, but I do include my professional website on my CV and if anybody went to my professional website and looked around they would have a chance to see that I'm kind of consistently writing and contributing in that space as well. So, um, that's a little bit about what's on my CV and I think if you are just getting started TVs are documents that are highly personalized to where you are in your career.

I've always found it really helpful to look and find examples of other people CVS and one way to do this. Um, As if you can be involved in any kind of searches on your campus you get to see what people CVS and cover letters and things like that look like and you can just take ideas about if you like how the CV is organized.

Um, if you like how they've kind of structured it in terms of the timeline or the categories that they've used that can be really helpful the last piece. I want to mention about organizing writing on a CV is um, I with my CV more generally have tried to leave as much white space as I can. I want the document to be easy to read and so one of the ways I've organized the information is by using the table function in word, but then deleting all of the lines.

So everything is kind of spaced appropriately on my CV, but you can't see that it's like using a table function in order to do that. So, um, if you look at the document, if you go to the show notes and take a look just keep in mind that that's kind of how that spacing is happening and it makes everything in the CV, um appear to be kind of a lined with everything else in terms of space.

Um, and where everything is kind of situated. So that's another little trick that I like to share with people that I think can be really useful. So please feel free.
