you're listening to think right revised episode 76. Hey there, and welcome to think right revised a podcast that offers a peek behind the scenes of productive writing life. I'm your host. Dr. Katie lender in this episode. I wanted to share with you a new resource that I've created that is part of another podcast that I do that is talking a little bit about the behind the scenes of co-editing a collection and as part of the marketing launch for my new edited collection high impact practices.

Online education we decided to do a mini series called we called it a back-to-school miniseries for my other podcast research and action where I was interviewing people who had contributed to the book about their various areas of expertise. So I interviewed a few different people and we put together this series and that series launched this month.

So as you're listening to this episode the entire series for that research and action. Kind of special collection around the edited collection that we did is now. And you can find that at the research and action podcast website, which is at eCampus dot Oregon State DOT edu, backslash podcast. You can also search research and action wherever you find your podcast if you're already subscribed it will have shown up in your feed and this was basically a four-part episode series that ran from the beginning of September to the end of the month these episodes post every Monday.

So now they're all out, but the main thing that I wanted to share with you that I thought you'd be interested in if you. This podcast is I do a series of interviews that we released as bonus clips for each episode with my co-editor chrysanthemum Madison Hayes, and she and I talked about the experience of co-editing this collection together in four parts that we released one with each episode.

And those are also going to be linked eventually on the books website. So it's possible that when you're hearing this you can go to eCampus dot Oregon State DOT edu back / H IP and see the clips linked. But I will also link to them in the show notes. So if you are not subscribed to the show research and action and you want to find them all I'll make sure and put them into the show notes for this episode.

But I thought I would talk just briefly about what chrysanthemum and I talked about because it might be of interest to you. And each of these bonus Clips are kind of lengthy. They're usually 10 to 15 minutes, which is a longer than the average length of what I typically do for research and action, but I think that they're really good conversations.

So the first bonus clip is all about particularly chrysanthemums experience editing for the first time because she had not edited a book in the past and I had done a couple. At that point and I invited her to co-edit it with me. And so we talked a little bit about what it was like for her to edit the book for the first time.

And also what were some of the kind of structures that we put into place that she found to be particularly useful. The second bonus clip is all about communicating with the authors. And this was my primary job to be in contact with a contributors. So I kind of share a lot of the different steps along the way of what are the different points that I had contact with the authors.

What was the structure that we put into place to make sure that we were really updating them on what was going on at all times with the book and just some tips and strategies for how to have effective communication when you're trying to Wrangle 20-plus different. All who are contributing to a collection like this.

So that's the second bonus. The third bonus clip we get into some of the bumps along the way what were some of the things that were a little bit challenging about this particular collection and editing it and a couple of the things that we talked about are things like having authors drop out unexpectedly and what we did in response to that.

We also talked about having to add a chapter unexpectedly and how we went about doing that. So we get into some of the more kind of challenging aspects of editing a collection. And along the way of all of these bonus Clips you get a chance to hear how chrysanthemum and I really worked together to solve some of those issues and problems as they came.

The final bonus clip is on marketing and promotion and chrysanthemum and I talk a little bit about the different strategies that we've put into place including the mini series that were recording those bonus clips for so it's a little bit meta but we also talked about things like creating a book trailer with the eCampus marketing team and working on some things like conference presentations and other ways that we're getting word about the book out there for people to learn a little bit more about it.

So as you know from listening to this show these kinds of Peaks behind the scenes are my favorite things to do when it comes to talking about academic writing and publication. So I definitely didn't want this one to go by without you being aware of it. So, like I said, I'll link to all of the bonus Clips in the show notes, but the easiest way to find them is to look for research and action in wherever you get your podcasts and it will be kind of the most recent September episode.

Now with each of the weeks that we release an episode. There are maybe other bonus Clips. So they are each clearly labeled in terms of being an H IP bonus clip if you want to hear specifically about this collection. And of course, if you don't listen already to the research and action podcast, let me tell you a little bit about that because it could be of interest to you.

This is a podcast that I do as part of my work with Oregon State eCampus where I direct the Research Unit there and we create a podcast that releases weekly episodes on topics and issues related to research in higher education more generally. And typically these episodes are interview based and I interview researchers from all over the world on all different kinds of topics often times will focus on a specific methodology or a specific project that they've worked on and it's a really fun way for me to ask a bunch of innocent questions about what they've been working on because often times.

I'm talking with them about topics that I don't know very much about so I learn a lot and hopefully people who are listening to the show learn a lot as well.
